The Association “Women in Music” Kragujevac Serbia  was founded in June 17, 2003. in 
Kragujevac on the initiative of Voyna Nesic  composer and professor at Prishtina-Zvecan, Faculty of 
Arts (Kosovo and Metohija). The Association is registered for work on Serbian territory. The work of 
this Association is based on Declaration of “Women in Music” Association Kragujevac 2003. signed 
by Voyna Nesic, President of Association and by Patricia Adkins Chiti, President of Fondazione 
Adkins Chiti: Donne in Musica, Fiuggi-Roma and on DECLARATION OF “WOMEN IN MUSIC” 
FOUNDATION, Rome, September 2000. The goal of the Association is affirmation of the women who 
are working in the area of creative and reproductive music. Associations have 125 members from all 
Serbia and are also open to all who want to become members of it from any other country in the 
world and nationality. We cover the following professional categories: composer, performers, 
teachers, researchers, librarians, ethnomusicologists, conductors, poets, painters, actress and others 
regardless of sex. 
    
Until today there was a several activities, for which the plan is to organize every year in the spring. 

· INTERNATIONAL COMPETITION “ DONNE in MUSICA”, city  Krusevac, in Project “Youth for 
justice and peace” – for young piano performers (6- 16 years old) of music by women 
composers from all over the world, in collaboration with Fondazione Adkins Chiti, Italy, 
International Alliance for Women in Music (IAWM), USA and Frau und Musik, Germany.  
Competition “Donne in musica” is the first and the unique competition of young 
performers in Serbia and Europe history from which the works of women composer are 
required to be in their program as obligatory . So, there was music by following women 
composers: Sanda Nesic, Dragana Petkovic, Biljana Krstic, Marjana Mitrovic Stepanovic, 
Melinda Ligeti Simic, Voyna Olivera Nesic, Vera Milankovic – from Serbia; and Gertrud 
Firnkees and Violeta Dinescu, Germany; Susan Thompson Smith, USA; Maryanne Rumancik, 
Canada; Jennifer Flower, United Kingdom; Antonia Sarcina, Italy; Danielle Baas, Belgium. 
Members of Jury was: Mirjana Suica Babic, Mirjana Nikolic, Zorana Radic, Irina Miljkovic, 
Gordana Damjanovic, Dragana Petkovic (+), Vanja Jelic. The Competition is sponsored, in 
last three years, by City Government of  Krusevac, Culture Centre and Music School “Stevan 
Hristic” from Krusevac. Between the young laureates are Krstic Kristina, Natalija Rasic, Ema 
Stojanovic, Stefan Stankovic...   

· INTERNATIONAL COMPOSITION COMPETITION – for  a) women composers  
and b) children composers and young composers under 30 year old. There were a many 
participants of this competition, especially very young children (6 – 16 years old!): Andjela 
Sutic, Marko Vojinovic, Sanja Nedic, Izabela Juhas, and Sanda Nesic... 

· CHOIR COMPETITION “Youth for justice and peace” – for children, youth and other choirs. 
This competition was organized in city Kragujevac, with 1000 participants for year from all 
Serbia, for several years, but unfortunately, after 2005. it was impossible to organize such a 
big project for reason of completely no understanding by Government of city Kragujevac. 
But, Association “Zene u muzici” Kragujevac  have the hope and wish to continuer this 
manifestation, because many choirs and conductors want to be a part of their projects.  

For the next 5 years, we hope that we will continue all of it and add: Festival of women composers 
music, Competition for chamber music, Competition for singing...
