Google books — VERY IMPORTANT NEWS AND INFORMATION — PLEASE READ AND CONTACT YOUR
PUBLISHERS

Many composers are unaware that their music has been scanned and is online (Google) and available to all who wish to
download. At the Foundation we believed that the “Google Books” problem referred only to books (including text
books), however, we have now seen that the term “book” also refers to MUSIC! We have written to publishers in various
parts of the world and received the following comments that we pass on for information:

“In terms of this GB business, it is important to clarify that 1. the works which are listed in the catalogue on this site are
mainly not being used in this program and, according to the people called, probably never will be used. 2. that no rights
should be granted by any creators until they are required and requested by the users. and finally 3. that the creators hold
all of their rights and do not have to use any of these third-party agreements to make these falsely binding agreements
which are completely unnecessary.””

“” You are correct in the fact that there is an ongoing lawsuit with Google referring to books. However, the Google Book
site is now legitimate and many large publishers have an agreement with Google. This enables Google to only display a
maximum of 20% of authorized books on their website for preview only for the purpose of promoting sales of the books.
Throughout the preview, if you scroll down you will see that about 80% of the content of your book has been omitted
from the preview. Also notice on the right side of the page there is a section where customers can click on links to our
company and authorized dealers to buy your book. This is another vehicle publishers, are utilizing to help market and
promote the sale of books. http://books.google.com/support/bin/answer.py?answer=91570&hl=en which details how
Google Books operates.”

From the American lawyer working on behalf of all publishers: “”In brief, music scores (printed sheet music, bound
together, or not) are specifically excluded from the settlement's definitions of "Books." The definition of Book in the
Settlement Agreement provides: The term "Book" does not include: (iii) written or printed works in which more than
thirty-five percent (35%) of the pages contain more than fifty percent (50%) music notation and lyrics interspersed, if any
(for purpose of this calculation, "music notation" means notes on a staff or tablature), Because scores have mostly music
notation and lyrics and because more than 35% of the pages of a score have mostly music notation/lyrics, scores fall
within this clause (iii), quoted above. Thus, scores cannot be claimed as Books and Google has no rights under the
Settlement to scan or display musical scores. Music scores, however, are included in the Settlement to the extent that
excerpts from the scores appear as "Inserts" in books. In other words, if a few lines of music (musical notation and/or
lyrics) appear in another work (such as a non-fiction book, or a novel), then those "Inserts" can be claimed (assuming that
they otherwise meet the definition of Inserts). The settlement website has instructions as to how to claim Inserts.””
