§ 1 § 1  Cooperation Partners – parties of the agreement

§ 2 § 2  Aims of the cooperation

This cooperation agreement has been concluded in order to implement the project “ExTra! – Exchange Traditions”. The aim of the project is to stimulate the exchange between different music traditions that nowadays exist in the everyday culture in Europe. The main focus is the integration of musical traditions of immigrants and cultural minorities in Europe. 
The following objectives shall be pursued:
§ 3  Objectives

        The cultural dialogue between different cultures present in Europe today shall be enhanced. Cooperation between musical traditions from various cultures today present in Europe as well as between different musical genres shall be encouraged. Innovative compositions and unusual applications of old traditions with a special focus on the integration of life-electronic and new media will be stimulated.

        The European cultural identity among the citizens shall be increased by actively involving citizens in the project. Regions that are highly active in the field of traditional music can serve as models for regions, where these traditions are less present nowadays and may stimulate an increase of awareness. 

        The project “Extra! – Exchange traditions” will systematically map the music traditions that form a part of the day-to-day live of the European citizens and that are constantly influenced from outside Europe. Influences from traditions of other parts of the world are part of the study.

 
·         The traditions themselves shall be respected as originals. Their protection is as important as the exchange with new tendencies.

        The outcomes of the project will achieve a high visibility in Europe and beyond by dissemination through the international network of the European Music Council (International Music Council) and through the networks of the project partners, making full use of new communication technologies.

§ 3 § 4   Activities to achieve the above mentioned objectives

        A platform for information exchange and cultural dialogue will be created. Personal encounters as well as new information and communications technologies will play equally important parts. A special project web site with regular newsletters will disseminate up-to-date information on the ongoing activities and offer the opportunity for all citizens to actively take part in the processing of the project through an internet forum.

·         A download-platform for MP3 files and PDF files will be linked to the project web-site and round up the communication and marketing opportunities of the project.

        Two encounters will give a frame to the project. These encounters will be cultural events with concerts and performances. They will also offer the opportunity for discussion and networking.

· -        The project ExTra! will be launched during the EMC Annual Conference “Turning Points: Music – Youth – Diversity”. The aim of the conference is to enhance the integration of divers cultures in Europe through musical activities for young people. It will bring together cultural operators from various professional backgrounds to exchange exciting ideas and to inspire new actions for cultural integration.

· -        The cultural encounter “traditional music as an integrating factor for immigrant populations in Europe” will sum up the outcomes of the project. Best practices will be shown, highlights from the workshop will be performed, high-level concerts will be offered to a large public and the final publication and CDs (documentation recordings) will be presented.

        A summer academy for young professional musicians and music students from different regions and from different musical backgrounds will be organised in order to enhance cultural exchange on a highly professional level. Compositions and improvisations combining traditional music with contemporary approaches and especially new technologies as life-electronic, sound installations or media productions will be facilitated.

·         Three important musical events are planned in Rome, “ControCanto – Musica senza Frontiere”.   Each event, in a major Public Theatre, will present the musical traditions created and transmitted by the women of an ethnic immigrant or minority group resident in Italy or elsewhere in Europe. The evening concert will be preceded by a Seminar presenting the traditions, musicians, creators and instruments used, and will underline the importance of the music in the life of each particular community.  The event will favour ongoing dialogue between the members of the chosen immigrant community, their artists, creators and teachers and resident and visiting European artists, creators, teachers, music students and professional musicians.  At the same time members of the other immigrant and minority communities in Italy will be invited to participate thereby encouraging dialogue and exchange amongst themselves as well as with their European hosts and neighbours.  Added value is the presence and participation of many public and private organisations working to build bridges between cultures, legislators, and institutional representatives.

        Two workshops in two different big cities will invite different organisations offering musical activities with a social aspect. These workshops will offer practical approaches. Public presentations will integrate the community

        Round Tables on the theme : “Traditional Music accompanies the cycles of life and the worship” will be lead by experts; a debate with the audience will follow the sessions. They will be held within the framework of the Festivals of Gannat “Cultures from the World” during the project period.

        In discovery and exchange sessions around the theme “Musiques métisses” (“Cross-fertilization music”), French and foreign traditional music groups of young people will be convened for 5 days to discover and to become the actors of a living music tradition on the occasion of the Traditional Music Regional Competition held in the Massif Central during the project period.

        In an Artists-in-Residence programme on the theme “Passing on the heritage through music” artists will build a project of musical creation together with the local immigrant populations and will bring up the role of music in the concepts of integration, cross-cultural and memorial issues.

        A comparative research study on traditional music in Europe, including influences from outside Europe, will provide both, a statistic overview of the huge variety of this sector and an ethno-musicological analyse of the collected data. Existing studies (e.g. results form the EU-funded project “Medimuse”) will be concerned. Special interest shall be given to social aspects of music traditions that are present in the citizens’ every-day life.

        Information material as flyers, booklets, posters will be produced. The outcomes of the projects will be made available in a printed and/ or online publication. World wide dissemination can be achieved through the EMC’s international network (International Music Council) and the networks of the co-opartion partners.

§ 5  Financing

The complete financial volume of the project is € 502.000. Of this, the European Music Council, project leader, named in § 1.1, carries € 31.000, the co-organisers named in § 1.2 contribute € 28.500 each. A grant application is brought forward to the European Commission under the programme “Culture 2000” to receive an amount of € 300.000, which will be shared among the co-organisers, relating to the different project activities for which each partner is responsible. 
The support of the EU Commission will be transferred to the project leader, as named in § 1.1. After having received the first rate from the Commission, the project leader will distribute the EU funds to the co-organisers, as named in §1.2, relating to the calendar of activities and the budget of the programme. The co-ordinator will transfer up to 50% of the costs budgeted for a specific activity, before this activity takes place. The co-organisers named in § 1.2 are obliged to give documentary evidence of the cost caused by their activities to the project leader. In a time of eight weeks after the end of the activity, original invoices and a proof of cash-flow must be handed in. If the evidence is presented correctly, the project leader will make a further payment to the co-organiser responsible for the specific activity in proportion with the total amount received until that date by the EU Commission. The final balance will only be paid to the co-organisers after the project leader has received the related grant from the EU Commission. 
Financial loss or failures are to be paid by the causing agreement partner in full height. This is especially valid for the case that given support by the European Commission is withdrawn because of incorrect reporting and proofing of the finances. In this case the agreement partner holds for the loss who could not give correct evidence for his proposed costs.
§ 4 § 6  Acknowledgement of responsibility

Each agreement partner mentioned in § 1 acknowledges with its signature to be responsible for the activities mentioned in the “Culture 2000” application form and to contribute to the “ExTra!” project with the amount mentioned in § 5 of the present agreement and in the Culture 2000 application form. The text of the “Culture 2000” application forms an integral part of the present agreement.
§ 5 § 7  Changes of the agreement

 
Changes of this agreement are only possible in the case that all cooperation partners agree and – in case of an approved grant through the Commission– after the agreement of the European Commission. The §§ 2, 7 and 8 cannot be changed.
§ 6 § 8  Validity of the agreement

 
This cooperation agreement is valid after the positive information about the selection of the grant application for support by the European Commission, probably in May 2006. Should the application not be selected, this agreement is annulled. The duration of the ExTra! project is 1 July 2006 – 30 June 2009.
